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before the start of the event we switched to our newer, softer, mast.  This helped us to achieve a faster sail shape in medium wind conditions in which we had previously been struggling.  Again, we held the top US Women’s position until the last day of the event, slipping 2 points behind another US boat.


After Hyeres many teams went back home to the US.  Instead, we decided to take a break from the 470 and drove to England to race in the British team racing Nationals (The Wilson Trophy).  This event was a good change and helped us to work on boathandeling and quick maneuvering.  


Next, we drove north to Medemblik, Netherlands for the SPA Regatta.  The US Coach, Skip Whyte, was not with us, and it was a great chance for us to test our skills on our own.  Before the event started we had a great week of training and it showed in our racing.  Our final standing was on par with previous regattas, but we spent many races alongside the top in the world and would slip back just before the finish.  From SPA we returned to the US proud of the improvements we had made and excited to continue moving up internationally.

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We began the Spring circuit in Europe with some common boat shipping problems.  Our van and boat were packed in a 40 foot container and were supposed to be shipped to France in time for us to sail the Spring Cup.  Unfortunately, our gear did not leave on time for us to race our first event.  We quickly made the necessary changes and picked up the van and boat in Barcelona, Spain the first week of April.  This was just in time for the Barcelona Olympic Sailing Week.  Without the earlier event in March, we did not feel as prepared as we would have liked for the start of European racing.  The first day of racing challenged us and the rest of the competitors providing big winds and even bigger waves.  We caught some great rides downwind, and had some spectacular crashes.  We worked through the kinks quickly and finished the regatta strong with some top ten finishes on the last day of racing. 


Our second event, The Princess Sofia Regatta,  was held on the Spanish island of Mallorca some 200 km south off the coast of Barcelona.  The middle of the regatta was characterized by heavy winds and flat water.  We found great speed upwind in these conditions.  On the lighter days, we also improved our technique in medium air conditions.  We were the top US Women for most of the event, falling to second on the last day and finishing 15th overall.


From Mallorca we drove to Hyeres, a town on the Mediterranean coast of France.  Hyeres, famous for cold weather and big wind, is an Olympic selection event for many other countries.  All of the best in the world come to this event.  Over the six days of racing we saw almost every condition, ranging from 5-35 knots of wind.  Just 
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In June we spent two weeks in Rhode Island training and racing.  Training began with four days of coaching from the US 470 coach, Skip Whyte, in Barrington, RI with three other teams on the US Sailing Team.  This was a good opportunity for us to refine the lessons we learned in Europe in the spring.   The following weekend, The RIISA Regatta was held at Bristol Yacht Club June 14-15th.  We dominated the first day of racing in lighter winds with a 1,2,1 to take the lead.  On day two we continued to show great speed but sailed through the prohibited starting line and were given a penalty with several other boats who made the same mistake.  Unable to overcome this penalty, we finished 2nd in the event.


We then spent three days training in Newport, RI with US Sailing Team members and coach Skip again.  This was followed by the first Olympic Developmental Regatta, a replacement of the Youth Championships for older teams, held June 20-21st in Newport.  The racing was characterized by a lot of current which made tactical decisions very important.  We learned a lot about weighing wind and current factors into our racing strategy.  These were good lessons as the European racing this spring had been much more speed oriented.  The results were close throughout the event, with 5 different teams in the fleet winning one of the 7 races.  We finished up in 3rd, and the top female finisher.  The following day we boarded on an airplane to return to Europe for the summer circuit of sailing.














We returned to Europe for the Kiel Week regatta in Kiel, Germany.  Kiel, famous for strong winds and cold temperatures, is an Olympic selection event for many countries.  The best teams in the world were in attendance.  This year Kiel was surprisingly very light and warm.  Our speed has been suffering in light winds, but over the six days of racing they improved dramatically.  We finished 9th overall- our first top ten finish in Europe!  We were also the top US Women’s team. The event was a good demonstration of both our improvement internationally and in comparison to other US competitors.


Next we traveled to Brest, France for the European Championships.  Light winds plagued the two weeks we spent in Brest, rendering many days unsailable.  During the six days of racing there were only six races and a lot of waiting for wind.  A mixture of bad luck and infrequent boat speed contributed to an unfortunate poor performance.  We were very dissapointed, but motivated to work hard to have a good next event.


From Brest we drove to Travemunde, Germany for the Travemunde Week regatta.  Travemunde was a 19 boat event, racing with a combined men’s and women’s fleet.  This provided us with a good opportunity to work on our small fleet tactics which will be important during the Olympic Trials.  Many good Swedes, Germans and Dutch were racing, as well many light-weight teams whom challenged our boat speed in light air.  We were consistent throughout the event, winning four of the six races to achieve our first European regatta win!  





From Travemunde we opted to go to Rota, Spain, the site of the World Championships this coming September.  We chose to train in Rota for two weeks instead of going to an event in Poland because the level of competition in Rota would be much higher.

We have recently taken delivery of our new boat, USA 1757!  We spent hours talking in person with the German boat builder, Sebastian Ziegelmayer, to make sure all of the control lines were rigged correctly, specialized to our sailing.   The largest change we have made in the new boat is take-up system control lines.  Each of the control lines we use to shape the sails has a bungee system to take-up the slack in the end of the line as we pull them on.  This will hopefully help to reduce potential problems created by loose lines getting tangled.


The new boat with our van in Europe will be shipped back to Houston, TX in September to allow it to arrive in time for training before the Trials.  As a result, we will sail our older boat, USA 1754, also a Zieglemayer, at the World Championships in September in Spain.  After the Worlds, the older boat will also get shipped to TX as a boat for tuning partners from foreign countries to use.

We have been working with many different main and jibs over the last five months.  We began sailing with Olimpic Sails, made in Italy.  However, we felt the main sail was cut too full to be fast in all conditions.  We switched to a flatter cut main from Olympic and have had some good success with that cut.   We still believe that there might be a better sail for medium wind conditions.  While training in Rota, Spain in August, we are trying a set of Quantum/Toni Tio sails.  Like the Olimpic Sails, it is a very popular sail design and used by many top international teams.  We have yet to make a decisive switch and will continue to compare the two different sails.  We have plans to train in September with a British team who is looking to make the same decision and hope to come to a definitive conclusion by then.














The US Olympic Team Trials will be held at the Houston Yacht Club in Texas November 6-16, 2003.  It is a long event and only the winner will go on to represent the USA at the 2004 Olympic Games in Athens, Greece. We have hired Tim Wadlow to coach us at the Trials.  Tim is currently campaigning the 49er for the 2004 Games and is ranked number one on the US 49er team.  Tim will be epically helpful to the us with his tactical expertise and extensive racing experience.


The details of the Trials are coming together, but we are still in needs of a few items.  We are looking for a coach boat for Tim to use during the Trials regatta.  (preferably an inflatable 13-18 feet in length).  We are also looking for a VHF radio and video camera to help Tim coach effectively.  If you are able to help with any of the above, please contact us.
